The American Red Cross recently upgraded their CPR and First Aid training to reflect
recent medical research relating to life saving techniques of their CPR and First Aid
courses. Flotilla 10-06 members, and certified Red Cross instructors, Bob Fetterman and
Ron Hurley were re-qualified to the new training standards by the local Red Cross
Chapter.

On July 27 Bob received an urgent e-mail from ET1 Matt Gemborys who was on the
“Diligence” in the Caribbean and expected to be back in her home port of Wilmington by
August 13. Matt advised Bob that several of the crew had not yet been re-certified this
year and the ship was to stand annual readiness inspection on 16 and 17 August.
Having crew members non-current in safety programs would not be looked upon with
favor by any inspection team.

Bob immediately grasped the seriousness of the situation and offered to conduct the
required “new” training on 14 August. Bob then requested the use of the Carolina Beach
State Park’s conference room, obtained the necessary supplies from the Red Cross and
requested Ron to assist him in teaching the course.

The “new” course, which includes all new training aids and materials including a
sophisticated DVD, was presented to the crew. They were required to demonstrate their

Blog From a QE

A few folks on staff have requested
that | say a few things about QEing, if
there is such a verb. Some folks feel
that it has become harder to pass their
re-certification check rides. Others have
voiced some concern about purported
varying standards being used and what
is correct and not correct for various
tasks.

OK, I'll see if | can help, but, please
keep a few things in mind. | am not the
QE dept.! I work for it. Anything that |
say involving QE work is the best of my
knowledge, at this time. Besides, nearly
everything that QEs critique on a
certification or recert, is in writing. It is
contained in AUXILIARY BOAT CREW
TRAINING MANUAL — COMDTINST
M16794.51A, effective January 2007.

Exactly what is expected of you in
recert as well as initial certification is
spelled out in the respective crew and
coxswain check ride sheets. Fifteen
items for a crew and 17 items for a
coxswain. Long before you got to this
point in your Boat Ops career, you were
taught and signed off on one hundred
plus tasks; probably twice that for a cox-
swain. Now, you don’t have to worry

about hundred of tasks, you have either
15 or 17. AND you know what they are!
z

How great is that!

Each task on the check ride
references back to the afore mentioned
Qualification Guide (found within the
Training Manual) NOT to be confused
with the Seamanship Manual, from
which most of your initial training was
derived. Tasks are spelled out. You
need to take each individual task and
refer back to the Qual Guide section for
that task. Said task is to be performed
exactly as stated in that section. Be
certain to read the "Overview" section
first. This is what you should have been
signed off on; this is what you should be
doing on patrols and training; this is
what the QE judges you on.

For instance, there is a very
specific manner in which one
connects a heaving line to a bridle or
tow-line and then tosses the heaving
line to the boat. This is the correct
method; all other methods are wrong.
And so it goes with the other 14 -17
tasks. The QE does not decide what is
right or wrong; that is decided by the
Quialification Guide.

| cannot stress enough the

importance of the above review!!
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Recerts for coxswains, particularly
some of the older ones — based on
service time of course — have their
own special challenges for the QE.
